



2010 Grammy Award Winners – the Complete List – 1.02.2010
The 2010 Grammy Awards have been announced. As expected the awards were swept by the singers like Beyoncé Knowles, Taylor Swift, Keith Urban, Jay-Z, Rihanna and Kanye West all of whom had won multiple nominations. Beyoncé Knowles broke the record for maximum with 6 Grammy Awards. 
As expected AR Rahman, the ‘Mozart of Madras’ won 2 Grammy’s for his work in ‘Slumdog Millionaire’. Late pop legend Michael Jackson was given the posthumous Lifetime Achievement Award at the Grammys, and the award was received by his 2 children Prince Michael Jackson, Paris Michael Jackson. On the other hand rocker Neil Young, finally won a Grammy award time in a career spanning almost 50 years. Neil Young won the award for a long-delayed boxed set collecting more than 120 tracks from his early days titled "Neil Young Archives Vol. 1 (1963-1972)" but only for Best Art Direction with fellow art directors Gary Burden and Jenice Heo.
