14. National Song Vande Mataram was composed by   Bankimchandra Chatterji

15. There are five stanzas in this song but it s first stanza is sung only as a national song.  Time taken to sung this song is 1 minute and five seconds

16. This song is in Tal Kahevva Rag.

17. The National song was first sung in session of Indian  National Congress at Kolkata in 1896.
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
