JNANPITH AWARD 


Eminent Sanskrit poet Satya Vrat Shastri was presented the prestigious 42nd Jnanpith Award by the Princess of Thailand, Maha Chakri Sirindhorn, in New Delhi on 19 August 2009 for his “outstanding contribution to the enrichment of Indian literature.”


The award recognises Dr. Shastri for introducing a number of new genres in Sanskrit writing such as autobiography, diary and collections of letters inverse. His magnum opus, The Ramayana: A Linguistic Study, is the first ever linguistic appraisal of the Valmiki Ramayana and also of any existing Sanskrit work.


The award, for 2006, included a bronze replica of Vagdevi Saraswati, a citation and a shawl.

RAJIV GANDHI AWARDS 


The 12th edition of the Rajiv Gandhi awards was held in Mumbai on August 19, 2009. Nineteen-year-old Krushnaa Patil, the second youngest Indian girl to scale Mount Everest, bagged the award in the women achiever category.


The award in the super achiever category went to Indian Space Research Organisation Chairman G. Madhavan Nair.


The award in the India’s space research went to Planning Commission member Narendra Jadhav.


The social entrepreneurship award went to Supernani Rajshree Birla, whose orphanage in Mumbai has provided vocational training to over 1,500 underprivileged children.


Rohit Kochbar bagged the young entrepreneur award.


Sam Pitroda, who started the “Yellow Revolution” in India in 1980 with the now-ubiquitous STD and PCO booths, received the global Indian award.


Abhinav Bindra won the sports award for being the first individual to win an Olympics gold for India, while 13-year-old Avika Gor won the young prodigy award for her much acclaimed role in the serial ‘Balika Vadhu’.


Ramesh Chandra Agarwal, chairman of the Dainik Bhaskar group of newspapers, won the award in the journalism category. Vineet Jain. owner of the Times group, received the award in the best actress category and Shahid Kapoor in the best actor category.
