



Exceptional Achievement award for Prathima
Eight-year-old Bansi Prathima Muthyala has been selected for the ‘National Child Award for Exceptional Achievement’ by the government of India, ministry of child welfare, for her exceptional achievement in the game of chess.

The Class IV student from Railway Girls High School will be presented a silver medal, a certificate and a citation along with a cash prize of Rs 10,000. 
Prathima is the first girl from the state to win the ‘Exceptional Child Award’ from the government.
