General Information about Civil Services Examination

1. Civil Services Preliminary Examination

Qualification
· A degree from a recognised university or equivalent.

· Candidates appearing at the degree examination also eligible to compete subject to certain conditions
· However, they are supposed to submit proof of passing the requisite qualification along with Detailed Application Form for Civil Services (Main) Examination
Age Limit

· 21-30 years as on 1st August of every year of Examination, provided that the upper age limit for the post of Asst. Commandant, Group ‘A’ in CISF is 28 years only
· (Certain categories of persons as specified in the Commission's Notice as published in Employment News/Rozgar Samachar are eligible for age relaxation)
· The upper age limit is relaxable up to a maximum of five years if a candidate belongs to Scheduled Caste or Scheduled Tribe

· The upper age limit is relaxable up to a maximum of five years in the case of candidates belonging to OBC

· The upper age limit is relaxable up to a maximum of five years if a candidate had ordinarily been domicile in the State of J & K

· The upper age limit is relaxable up to a maximum of five years in the case of Defence Services Personnel, disabled in operations

· The upper age limit is relaxable up to a maximum of five years in the case of ex-servicemen

· The upper age limit is relaxable up to a maximum of five years in the case of EOs/SSCOs

· The upper age limit is relaxable up to a maximum of ten years in the case of blind deaf-mute and orthopaedically handicapped persons
Number of attempts

· Four attempts at the examination
· Restriction on the number of attempts will not apply in the cases of candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste or a Scheduled Tribe, who are otherwise eligible.

· Seven attempts are permissible in the cases of candidates belonging to OBC
General

· It will usually be conducted in the month of May every year

· The Preliminary Examination consists of two papers of objective type (multiple-choice questions) carrying a maximum of 450 marks

· The Question Papers (Test Booklets) are set in English & Hindi
· Paper – I   General Studies -  150 Questions, each carrying 1 mark – Total 150 Marks - Time 2 Hours – Each wrong Question will carry --- minus marks
· Paper – II  One of the optional subjects to be selected from the 23 prescribed optional subjects -  120 Questions, each carrying 2.5 marks - Total 300 marks – Time 2 hours – Each wrong Question will carry ---minus marks

Method of marking answers

· In the "OBJECTIVE TYPE' of examination, you do not write the answers. For each question (hereinafter referred to as "Item") several suggested answers (hereinafter referred to as "Responses") are given. You have to choose one response to each item.

· The question paper will be in the form of TEST BOOKLET.  The booklet will contain items bearing numbers 1, 2, 3 .............  etc. Under each item, responses marked (a), (b), (c), (d) will be given.

· Your task will be to choose the correct response. 

· If you think there is more than one correct response, then choose what you consider the best response. In any case, for each item you are to select only one response. If you select more than one response, your response will be considered wrong. 

· In the Answer Sheet, SI. Nos. from 1 to 160 is printed. Against each number, there are circles marked (a), (b), (c) and (d). After you have read each item in the Test Booklet and decided which one of the responses given is correct or the best, you have to mark your response by completely blackening with pencil to indicate your response. 

· Ink should not be used for blackening the circle on the Answer Sheet. For example, if the correct answer to Item 1 is (b), then the circle containing the letter (b) is to be completely blackened with pencil.

· To change a wrong marking, erase it completely and remark the new choice.
