Shiva Keshavan wins Asian silver
Shiva Keshavan announced his readiness for the winter Olympics with a silver medal in the luge event of the Asian Championship in Nagano. 

It was an improvement from the bronze last time for the three-time Olympian, but the 28-year-old Himachal lad said that he had targeted the gold. 

“Takahisa Oguchi was very experienced and won the title for the third time in a row in the Asian championship. I had led for about 75 per cent of the time, but it was his experience and home conditions (for Oguchi) that helped him win the gold,” said Keshavan, in the capital on a brief halt. 

He had competed in four World Cups in Canada, Austria, Germany and Norway before the Asian Championship, and has been steadily improving his position to 23rd in the World Cups. 

Going into his fourth Olympics in Vancouver, Keshavan said that he would try to use the five World Cups ahead to keep improving his performance and peak at the right time. 

He is also supported by the Swiss Airlines apart from the Limca Book of Records. 
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
