 reserved for women belonging to the Scheduled Castes or the Scheduled
Tribes and no seat shall be so reserved in the other two general elections:

Provided further that where the seats reserved for the Scheduled

Castes or the Scheduled Tribes, as the case may be, in relation to a State
or Union territory are two, then. in every block comprising of three general
elections to the House of the People,—

(a) one seat shall be reserved for women belonging to the

Scheduled Castes or the Scheduled Tribes in the first two general

“elections in such a manner that the same constituency is not reserved
for women in both the aforesaid elections; and

(b) no seat shall be reserved for women belonging to the
Scheduled Castes or the Scheduled Tribes in the third general elections.

(2) As nearly as may be, one-third (including the number of seats
reserved for women belonging to the-Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Irbes) of the total number of seats to be filled by direct election to the
House o1 the People in a State or Union territory shall be reserved for
women and such seats may be allotted by rotation to different constituencies
in that State or Union territory in such manner, as Parliament may by law
determine:

Provided that where the seat, not being a seat reserved for the
Scheduled Castes or the Scheduled Tribes, in relation to a State or Union
lerritory is one, then, in every block comprising of three general elections
to the House of the People, the seat in the first general elections shall be
res¢rved for women and no seat shall be so reserved for women in the
other two ceneral elections: '

Provided further that where the seats, not being seats reserved for
the Scheduled Castes or the Scheduled Tribes, in relation to a State or
| ‘nion temitory are two, then in every block comprising of three general
clections to the House of the People,—

(a) one seat shall be reserved for women in the first two general
