One
cannot be mistaken about one’s
own experience, and suffering is an
experience. Hence, God cannot have at
least one of the three attributes : infinite
knowledge, power and goodness.”

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(c) What sort of criterion can one provide
for identifying rebirth as opposed to
birth? Discuss.

{d) I morality has to follow from religion,
can there be rational justification for
moral actions? Discuss.
